Lxs estudiantes trabajan con insumos diversos tales como tarjetas, videos (Sin cartonerxs no 

hay reciclado -confrontar con tarea 2; jornada laboral de recicladorxs en Bogotá- confrontar 

con tarea 3), textos, en el contexto de tareas que les permiten identificar e intercambiar infor-

mación, tomar y compartir notas y poner en uso sus conocimientos previos. Resulta central el 

trabajo sobre los movimientos sociales populares Punto Azul y MTE (Movimiento de Trabaja-

dores Excluidos)

María Isabel “Chicha” Chorobik de Mariani is an activist and one of the founders of the “Aso-

ciación Abuelas de Plaza de Mayo”. She is also the founder of “Asociación Anahí”, an orga-

nization named after her grand-daughter Clara Anahí who was taken by military forces. 

 ______________________________________ 

 

She was born in San Rafael. She was born on the 19th of November of 1923. She got married 

with a musician with whom she had a son called Daniel. Her son studied in the university and 

was against the dictatorship that ruled the country from 1976 to 1983. In 1976 the house of 

her son in La Plata was attacked by the military forces. Her daughter-in-law and friends of 

her son were killed during the attack. And her grand-daughter named Clara Anahí was kid-

napped and taken away from her family. On the 1st of August of 1977, her son Daniel was 

also killed. After losing her family in such tragic events, she became determined to find her 

grand-daughter and together with other grandmothers they founded Abuelas de Plaza de 

Mayo. 

 _____________________________________ 
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Chicha has become a struggler and a peaceful activist. She has been trying to find her grand-

daughter since 1976 and she has been protesting in a non-violent way since then. Chicha 

has also been a very important witness in trials against those responsible for the violent 

deaths which occurred during the dictatorship. For example, she has testified in the trial 

against Miguel Etchecolatz.   

 ______________________________________ 

Today, she still lives in La Plata and continues working in her organization Asociación Anahí.* 

*By the time this classplan was designed and delivered, Chicha was still alive. She died on August

20th, 2018.

On 19th October 2007 Susana founded Fundación María de los Angeles in order to free women 

from forced prostitution. It has freed more than 7000 women. Her daughter has been missing 

for eighteen years.
