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RESUMEN

Diversas reacciones ante el acontecimiento de la pandemia han
renovado el debate acerca de la caida de un discurso universal,
del padre como regulador, que trae a aparejadas feroces formas
de retorno. Una de ellas esta representada por nuevos feno-
menos de segregacion. Potencial portador del virus, el otro se
ha vuelto mas peligroso. Policia de los cuerpos y control de las
fronteras, se acenttan. Desde diferentes campos disciplinares
se suman categorias de analisis para dar cuenta de los nuevos
fenomenos de segregacion. Encontramos la nocion de nuda vida
ala que lo humano quedaria reducido (Agamben, 1998) o la idea
de neoviralismo, en la que algunos quedarian claramente caidos
de la escena (Nancy, 2020). Es que “la solidaridad consistente
en guardar distancias mutuas no es una solidaridad que per-
mita sofiar con una sociedad distinta, mas pacifica, mas justa”
(Han, 2020). Exploraremos fenémenos segregativos encarnados
en apasionadas y ambivalentes reacciones de solidaridad e in-
tolerancia, entre aplausos y rechazos. Desde una perspectiva
psicoanalitica se abordara un material clinico que da cuenta del
padecimiento subjetivo que dichos fendmenos conllevan. Este
escrito de se produce en el marco del Proyecto de Investigacion
PPID-UNLP “Las violencias segregativas, efectos de la evapora-
cion del padre.

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ABSTRACT

PANDEMIC AND NEW SEGREGATION PHENOMENA

Various reactions to the event of the pandemic have renewed
the debate about the fall of a universal discourse, of the father
as regulator, which brings with it fierce forms of return. One of
them is represented by new segregation phenomena. Potential
carrier of the virus, the other has become more dangerous. Po-
lice forces and border control are accentuated. From different
disciplinary fields, categories of analysis are added to accou-
nt for the new phenomena of segregation. We find the notion
of bare life to which the human would be reduced (Agamben,
1998) or the idea of neoviralism, in which some would be clearly
dropped from the scene (Nancy, 2020). It is that “solidarity con-
sisting of keeping mutual distances is not a solidarity that allows
one to dream of a different, more peaceful, more just society”
(Han, 2020). We will explore segregation phenomena embodied
in passionate and ambivalent reactions of solidarity and into-
lerance, amid applause and rejection. From a psychoanalytic

perspective, a clinical material that accounts for the subjective
suffering that these phenomena entail will be approached. This
writing is produced within the framework of the PPID-UNLP Re-
search Project “Segregative violence, effects of the evaporation
of the father.
