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RESUMEN

El presente trabajo se enmarca en la Investigacion “Posicion
de la psicosis en lo social: sintomas, discursos y lazos” de la
catedra de Psicopatologia | de la UNLP. Abordaremos la vida y
obra de Vincent Van Gogh como “caso clinico”, a partir de las
cartas que escribié a su hermano Theo, y de algunas de las
biografias del autor. En esta oportunidad, el trabajo apuntaréa a
realizar un recorrido de la vida de Van Gogh tomando como eje
al sintagma partenaire-sintoma. Esto implicara aproximarnos a
una definicion tanto del partenaire como del sintoma a la luz
de las diferentes conceptualizaciones en la ultima ensefianza
de Lacan. Nos interesa destacar la concepcion del partenaire
mas alla de su significacion imaginaria. Esto es, como un Otro
que, en tanto sintoma, se constituye para el sujeto como un
medio de goce. Tendremos asi dos vertientes a indagar como
partenaire-sintoma en la vida del artista: por un lado el lugar
y la funcion de la relacion con su hermano Theo; y por el otro,
con el arte. ;Puede el arte, en tanto su “artificio” haber operado
como partenaire-sintoma? ;0 acaso para constituirse como tal
s necesario un otro con cuerpo, otro “parletre”?

PARTNER-SYMPTOM IN THE VAN GOGH CASE

This work is part of the Research “Position of psychosis in the
social: symptoms, discourses and ties” of the chair of Psycho-
pathology | of the UNLP. We will approach the life and work of
Vincent Van Gogh as a “clinical case”, from the letters he wrote
to his brother Theo, and from some of the author’s biographies.
In this opportunity, the work will aim to carry out a tour of the
life of Van Gogh taking as axis the partner-symptom phrase. This
will involve approaching a definition of both the partner and the
symptom in light of the different conceptualizations in Lacan’s
latest teaching. We are interested in highlighting the conception
of the partner beyond its imaginary significance. That is, as an
Other that, as a symptom, constitutes for the subject as a means
of enjoyment. We will thus have two aspects to investigate as a
partner-symptom in the artist’s life: on the one hand, the place
and function of the relationship with his brother Theo; and on
the other, with art. Can art, insofar as its “artifice” have operated
as a partner-symptom? Or perhaps to constitute itself such an
other with a body, another “parletre” is necessary?
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
