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Objetivos: Estudiar la relacion entre el tamafio radiografico de las lesiones periapicales y su diagnostico histopatologico.Discusion.
Se ha reportado baja incidencia de quistes {15%) diagnosticados luego de la extraccion de piezas dentarias con lesiones apicales,
Sin embargo, este reporte esta realizado con lesiones pequefias afectando solo una pieza dentaria. La literatura muestra relacion
estadisticamente significativa entre el tamafio de una radiolucidez periapical entre QIR y GA. 2-10mm son 11,3% QIR 10-20mm
42% QIR Pero aun asi, el tamafio radiografico no es aun suficiente para determinar la asociacidn. Futuras investigaciones deberian
incurrir en las patologias respecto del tamafio de la lesion. Conclusion: Los resultados de este trabajo demuestran que el drea de
las lesiones de GA seria de menor tamafio en comparacién a las lesiones asociadas a QIR.

APICAL PERIODONTITIS: RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN LESION SIZE AND HISTOPATHOLOGICAL DIAGNOSIS.

Objectives: To study the relationship between the radiographic size of periapical lesions and their histopathological diagnosis.
Discussion. A low incidence of cysts (15%) diagnosed after tooth extraction with apical lesions has been reported. However, this
report is made with small lesions affecting only one tooth. The literature shows a statistically significant relationship between the
size of a periapical radiolucency between QIR and GA. 2-10mm are 11.3% QIR 10-20mm 42% QIR But even so, the radiographic
size is not yet sufficient to determine the association. Future research should incur in the pathologies regarding the size of the
lesion. Conclusion: The results of this work demonstrate that the area of GA lesions would be smaller in comparison to the lesions
associated with QIR.
